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Grant Awards - August 2010

Shetland Charitable Trust, through its agents (S.I.C. Grants Unit), has awarded 4 grants 
during the month of August – see attached appendix.

Local voluntary organisations through Shetland have been awarded a total of £6,975.00 in 
grant assistance from Shetland Charitable Trust grant aid schemes towards a range of 
community projects and activities.

The total cost of these projects is £26,436.70 with funding of £19,461.70 being secured from 
other sources. These projects, which are managed by volunteers, significantly improve the 
quality of life for all living in Shetland and support the local economy.

Shetland Charitable Trust is an independent organisation set up in 1976 to manage income 
from Sullom Voe oil terminal on behalf of the community.

Its funds are currently worth around £200m, with £170m invested on the world markets and 
£30m in the local economy.

Each year it distributes around £10m to local groups and projects, including Shetland 
Recreational Trust, Shetland Amenity Trust, Shetland Arts Development Agency, the rural 
care centres, and 17 voluntary groups.
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It owns Shetland Leasing and Property Developments Ltd (SLAP), Shetland Heat Energy
and Power Ltd (SHEAP) and 90% of Viking Energy Ltd.

SCT’s policy is to pass on the oil funds to future generations by investing them in a self 
sustaining way.
