Shetland Charitable Trust Chairman Bobby Hunter responded to the news that Sustainable
Shetland will now attempt an appeal to the Supreme Court.

Mr Hunter stated:

"We are really disappointed that Sustainable Shetland hasn't accepted the very clear
judgement from the senior Scottish judges back in July, when they ruled that the Viking
windfarm could go ahead.

This should have been the time that Shetlanders started coming together, to work towards
successful completion of this project, with all the jobs, economic security and social benefits
it will bring.

Instead, Sustainable Shetland's decision to appeal means we face many more months —
perhaps years - of unnecessary delay before we know that Shetland's financial future is
secure".
